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Grande Prairie ALERT seizes $28,000 worth of cocaine

Grande Prairie... On April 28, 2011, the Alberta Law Enforcement Response Teams’ Combined
Forces Special Enforcement Unit (CFSEU) Grande Prairie, with assistance from Grande Prairie
RCMP Detachment members, executed a Controlled Drugs and Substances Act search warrant at a
residence in the O’Brien Lake Estates area of the city.

The search resulted in the seizure of 10 ounces of cocaine (a street value of around $28,000), a small
amount of marihuana, and over $1,600 in cash.

The 37 year old male and 27 year old female occupants of the residence were arrested and charges
are pending.

The investigation continues.
