ALERT arrests three people believed to be trafficking cocaine in Medicine Hat  
 
Medicine Hat… On December 1, the Alberta Law Enforcement Response Teams (ALERT), Combined Forces 
Special Investigation Unit Medicine Hat (CFSEU – Medicine Hat),  concluded a drug trafficking investigation 
with the arrests of Cardston resident, Lain Cole Tail-Feathers, age 25, and Lethbridge resident, Rumeur Rose 
Moy-Shade, age 18.  Another Lethbridge male, age 18, is presently being sought by police.   

Approximately 8 grams of cocaine was seized with a street value of about $1,500, as well as a small amount of 
cash. 

Tail-Feathers was charged with four counts of Trafficking Cocaine, one count of Possession of Proceeds of 
Crime and one count of Breach of Probation. 

Moy-Shade was charged with one count of Trafficking Cocaine, one count of Possession of Proceeds of Crime 
and two counts of Breach of Probation. 

Police have applied for an arrest warrant on the third male suspect with pending charges of four counts of 
Trafficking Cocaine.  

Tail-Feathers and Moy-Shade are scheduled to appear in court today in Medicine Hat.   

ALERT is an umbrella organization established by the Government of Alberta to bring together the province's 
most sophisticated law enforcement resources to tackle serious and organized crime. Close to 400 municipal 
police, RCMP and sheriffs work for ALERT.
